


Position
Thameside is situated on the South East side of the
main centre of London approx 1 mile from Tower
Bridge. We will be travelling by coach at all times.

Thameside Youth Hostel

The hostel has 24 hour access but the front door is
always locked and CCTV is used to view anyone
entering or leaving the building. There are 25 CCTV
cameras in all and there is a fully trained security
guard who patrols from 5pm until 7am. The children
and staff sleeping accommodation are all en-suite
and will be on one wing of the 1st floor. All the
windows have safety catches and only open a few
inches. All bedrooms lock from the inside but Mr
Terry will have a master key. Breakfast and evening
meals will be served in the hostel dining room and
there will be packed lunches available for outings.

FOOD
All meals during the week will be provided by the Youth
Hostel as part of the package, with the exception of lunch
on the first day.

Guidelines for kit list
We will be going out at every opportunity, even if it is
damp. Please make sure your child has:

adequate clearly labelled clothing; warm coat, trousers,
sweatshirts, T-shirts, socks, underwear, for 5 days
pyjamas/nighties dressing gown etc.

washing kit (soap, toothbrush, toothpaste, towel)
waterproofs

hat — winter/summer

shorts for summer

waterproof jacket

sun cream

torch

plastic drink container and packed lunch box Labelled)
day rucksack

black sack for dirty laundry

mug for hot chocolate
