 Dear Parents/Carers 

At Windmill Hill, we really value the importance of home reading. As a result, we are pleased to introduce a new reading initiative called ‘Reading karate’. The aim is to encourage and inspire your child to read regularly at home in a fun way, boosting your child’s self-image as a reader and developing their reading skills and strategies.
Each week we will take in your child’s reading record and count up that week’s number of reads. We will keep a running total and when they reach different milestones for the number of reads they have completed and had signed by an adult, they receive a Karate band as detailed below. The children need to bring in to school their current band to swap for their new band. When the children reach black they keep their black band and start collecting from white again. We may ask for a small donation if the band is lost. Children are allowed to wear their reading bands as part of the school uniform.
Reading at home may look different in each year group:

	 Foundation Stage 
- Sharing a book with an adult counts as a read 

- This could be the school reading book, library book or a bedtime book 

- An adult must sign your reading record 

- Only one read per day counts 
	Key Stage One 
- Sharing a book with an adult at home for 10 minutes or more counts as a read 

- This could be the school reading book, library book or a book from home 

- An adult must sign your reading record 

- Only one read per day counts 

	Year Three and Four 
- Sharing a book with an adult at home or reading to yourself for at least 15 minutes counts as a read
- This could be the school reading book, library book or a book from home 

- An adult must sign your reading record 

- Only one read per day counts 

- Children should be reading a minimum of 4 pages to count as one read 
	Year Five and Six 
- Sharing a book with an adult at home or reading to yourself for at least 15 minutes counts as a read 

- This could be the school reading book, library book or a book from home.

- Remember to write a comment about what you have read
- An adult must sign your reading record 

- Only one read per day counts 

- Children should be reading a minimum of 5 pages to count as one read
